Call to order

Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

Roll Call
Andy Borrowman asked County Clerk, Natalie Roseberry, to take roll call. Members present were Andy Borrowman, Joey Cobb, Don Foster, Reta Hoskin, Tom Lewis, Derek Ross, Jim Sheppard and Mark Sprague. Mark Mountain was absent. 
Approval of August 26th, 2024 meeting minutes
Tom Lewis made the motion to approve the minutes. Joe Cobb seconded. Voice vote 7 -0. Minutes approved.
Approval of Budget Hearing minutes September 17th, 2024
Tom Lewis made the motion to approve the appointment. Second by Reta Hoskin. Voice vote 7 -0. Motion approved.
Appointment of Karen Voss to the Mid-America Intermodal Authority Port District for a term to expire June 1st, 2029.
Mark Sprague made a motion to approve. Tom Lewis seconded. Voice vote 7-0. Motion approved. 
Appointment of Sny Island Commissioner for a term to expire in September 2027.

Brady Borrowman and Trenton Garner both stated they would like to be considered. Brady Borrowman and Trenton Garner presented their candidacy’s to the board and explained their positions. 
Chairman Borrowman stated he would allow board members to ask questions. Joe Cobb asked Brady Borrowman about his duties at the Sny. Derek Ross stated that he recommends the Sny get ahold of their legislators to try and change the law.
